Our Church Council 
voted to help them by giving the school a one time payment of $10,000 to be disbursed among their 
teachers to help cover their June paycheck. The nursery school, in conjunction with our church, has 
applied for the government sponsored PPP - Paycheck Protection Program loan. Please pray that this 
comes through so that the nursery school staff will be able to receive their paychecks for July and 
August also; if this is not received the teachers will be furloughed.
